For each Client and each Order, one Party may perform one or more Activities, and the revenue generated through that Client relationship shall be contractually allocated between the Parties through the Activity Fees provided for in the Collaboration-GC and completed by this Article.
This Collaboration operates at two levels:
at Client level, for Activities that apply across the full Client relationship for the relevant period, such as Referral Activity; and
at Order level, for Activities that are assessed separately for each Order, or for each recurring series of Orders where applicable, according to which Party actually performed the relevant Activity.
