This FlexUp Collaboration Agreement ("Contract") is entered into by and between Operator and Collaborator, as defined in Article 3 below, collectively referred to as the "Parties" and individually as a "Party".

Composition and Interpretation of the Contract

This Contract provides the general framework for future Engagements and Orders. Each Order may be confirmed through its dedicated Collaboration Order – Special Conditions ("Collaboration-OSC").
Scope and Obligations
Under this Contract, Operator and Collaborator collaborate on a non-exclusive, activity-based basis to serve Customers by originating, selling, invoicing, and performing work for them, optionally with the use of IP made available under the Contract.
For each Customer, Engagement, and, where applicable, Order, one Party may perform one or more Activities, and the revenue generated through that Customer relationship shall be contractually allocated between the Parties through the Activity Fees provided for in the Collaboration-GC, as supplemented by this Collaboration-SC.
This Collaboration operates at two contractual layers:
at Customer and Engagement level, for Activities that apply across the full Customer relationship or a specific Engagement, such as Referral, Sales, Invoicing, or IP and Brand Usage Activities; and
at Order level, for Activities performed under an Order between Vendor and Performer.
